DLeL to prepare a letter to the British members inviting contributions to the capital fund as well as remembering the fund in their bequests.

The committee would like to increase the value of the bursary to include an element of prize, rather than just covering expenses, and to compensate the fall of Sterling to the Euro.

DLeL suggested that he would write to a contact in Bouygues asking them, not to donate to the capital fund, but to support the annual bursary sum with say £1000, making the bursary value a total of £2,500.

CM reported that the draft accounts showed a surplus of £2,455 for 2008 (see 6.1 below), JD to write to Christian Gimonet suggesting that the British Section could contribute £500 to the 2010 Bursary if the French Section would match this contribution.
